Debate Events
Policy or Cross-Examination Debate—Two partners will debate an interesting and controversial proposition in a round which includes constructive argument, cross examination, and refutation.

Lincoln-Douglas Debate—This popular style of debating features one person on each side. Propositions of value are debated with the emphasis on developing logical argumentation rather than an accumulation of information.

Public Forum Debate—Two partners will debate controversial issues that are “ripped” from the newspaper headlines.

Individual Events

Dramatic Interpretation—Students shall interpret a cutting from published, copyrighted, printed material. Characterization and action are to be suggested rather than represented. (10 minutes)

Humorous Interpretation—Students shall interpret a cutting from published, copyrighted, printed material. Characterization and action are to be suggested rather than represented. (10 minutes)

Duet Acting—Two students will present a scene from published, copyrighted, printed material. The roles will be memorized and there will be limited stage furnishing and no costumes or makeup. (10 minutes)

Poetry Reading—Students shall read poetry from published, copyrighted, printed material, making the printed page “come alive” for the audience. (8 minutes)

Prose Reading—Participants will perform a prose reading from published, copyrighted, printed material from sources other than plays or poetry and which include less than 50% dialogue, making the printed page “come alive” for the audience. (8 minutes)

Storytelling—The student shall perform a published, copyrighted, printed story of his/her choice originally intended for children. There are no costumes or props. (8 minutes)

Radio Speaking—The contestant will prepare and present a 5 minute script which contains news, weather, and sports stories that are no more than 24 hours old. There should be no commercials.

Extemporaneous Speaking—A contestant will draw three questions on current topics, select one, and have 30 minutes to prepare an answer to the question. Using a set of files that he or she has built as a resource the student will prepare and speak on the topic for 7 minutes.
Original Oratory—An orator will deliver from memory a persuasive 10-minute speech of his/her own composition with no more than 150 words of quoted material.
