Community Scholarships Booklet
Information and Selection Procedure
Please read these directions carefully BEFORE starting the process.
This RBHS Community Scholarships booklet includes four parts:

1. DIRECTIONS

2. A listing of available scholarships and the criteria for each
3. Selection Form (where you mark what scholarships you are applying for)
4. Application (2 pages)…unless scholarship specifies more

DIRECTIONS
1. PRINT the list of available scholarships to determine those for which you are eligible and wish to apply.  (READ the criteria for each carefully, including any earlier deadlines!)  
2. PRINT SCHOLARSHIP SELECTION FORM to use as your draft copy and mark the scholarships in which you are interested.  (remember final form must be typed—see #5 below)
3. ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS:  If any of the scholarships require additional applications, (they will be marked by an * on the scholarship selection form page), pick those up from Mrs. Moore or Ms. Melahn in Guidance.  In addition, some applications require a FAFSA copy to confirm your family’s income.  Others require letters of recommendation, or additional essays. 

4. RECOMMENDATION LETTERS: Teachers, counselors, and others should be given TWO weeks notice to write a letter of recommendation.  Do not request this during the week in which they are due!  You may be able to use letters of recommendation from your college applications.
5. BEGIN:   Now you are ready to begin!  The application is designed as a template so you can type on the document.  (You will see shaded gray boxes….just start typing your information where you see them.  On the Selection Form page, put your cursor on a gray box for the scholarship you wish to apply for.  Type X and the gray will disappear and the X will remain.  When you are done typing in your information, go to file, save as, then name it something, e.g. my scholarship application and hit save.  Then you may keep it on your computer or in your school account and print it off when ready.
6. ALL portions of your application MUST BE TYPED.  Many of these are going to business organizations and we want them to look neat, professional, and free of errors.

7. ESSAYS:  A separate sheet is already made into a template for your short essays.  DO NOT PUT YOUR NAME ON THIS PAGE, just your student number where indicated at the top.  Your essays should be 250 words in length or half a page.  
8. PARENT SIGNATURE: A parent must sign the Scholarship Application Form, indicating they have verified all information is accurate.  

9. SCHOLARSHIP SELECTION PAGE: This form indicates all scholarships you are applying for.  Please mark each with an “X”.  ONLY ONE COPY OF THIS FORM IS NECESSARY.
10. PREPARING APPLICATIONS for submission:  
a. For all scholarships listed on the Selection page in italics and underlined-you will turn in only one copy of the RBHS application and essay, regardless how many of those scholarships you apply for.  If those scholarships require additional materials you can attach those at the back of the packet.
b. For all other scholarships you will turn in one copy of the RBHS application and essays for each scholarship you apply for.  

11. ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS: If the scholarship for which you are applying requires additional information (transcript, another type of application, letters of recommendation, or FAFSA, etc.) please STAPLE these to the RBHS application and essay.  You may want to staple the additional application on top or mark it with a “post-it” note so that is obvious for which scholarships it is for. Remember this additional information is marked with an *. 
12. HAND IN YOUR SCHOLARSHIP SELECTION FORM and completed stapled APPLICATION(S) (with essay attached to each) to Mrs. Moore or Ms. Melahn by Wednesday, March 14th at 3:00 p.m.  We appreciate getting them before the last date so we have more time to process them for community organizations.  Thanks for being considerate!  Late applications will not be accepted.
