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Generating a SWIS Year End Report 

Important notes:

· Year End Reports are always cumulative for the school year. This means you cannot select for a portion of a particular school year, as you can with some other reports. As such you might want to run this report at the end of marking periods (tri-mesters, mid-mesters or semesters) to get periodic Triangle Reports for team decision making. 
· The National PBIS Center has generated statistics for consideration of percentages of students within the universal, secondary and tertiary levels based on an analysis of the 2006-2007 SWIS database. These metrics should be considered a “baseline” for schools to aim towards. These metrics have remained steady over the past 3-4 years. Look for that information pasted in below.
